In 1910, Leonard Francis Hamblin (1890-1980), ddauwiwho lived to the east on Prince Avenue, buiiait a local historian
and carpenter describes as “an orange crate”. drdand his brother Forest had bought from EpheaichAffie Jones in 1925
a piece of woodland on the east side of the raam larstons Mills to Cotuit, later known as PutnAwenue.

In 1938, Hamblin sold the house to Henry S. Bak8B86-1970). During the Second World War, Baked solor $950 to John
Viera, who had come to America from Fogo, Cape ¥dsthnds, in the early 1900s, and intended ta feming here. The
house survived the 1945 forest fire which consuthedHoly Ghost Hall across the street and burnedhdo the salt water
shore. After the war, Viera extended the housedmde a new bedroom and bath.

In 1971, Viera sold the house to Harry Chester Réd&gbston, who had married Adeline Claire Galvi®30-1983), the
daughter of Benjamin Perry who lived nearby in@arles Marston house. In 1971, the sunporch wdsdaat the rear. In
1973, the Reeds had a Portuguese builder from Ristated build the west extension with bedroom aitchien. Until the late
1970s, when it was demolished, there was a smafitglout back where Adeline’s older brother Joseehry (1914-1997) and
his wife Helen (Montiero) lived. After Adeline’sedth, the house was inherited (1987) by the cunener, her only daughter
Yvonne Sharon Galvin (b. 1955), who had marriedriiée F. Brown, of Cherokee Indian and Black heritaGlee Browns’

two sons, Alex and Colby, grew up here.
